BACKPACK ALARM
Once the alarm is activated, a very loud siren is bursting out from both sides of the 

backpack and very bright LED strobe is flashing at the middle of the lower portion of 

the backpack. The resonance of the siren from these twin piezos will be combined 

together to make it louder after few seconds of continuous activation.

Use a locking-clip on the end of
pulling strap to fix the alarm
firmly on clothes.

Once the patient falls down from the
bed, separating the magnet switch, the
alarm will be activated.

• LD-68PS or LD-166
The reset button will act as a deactivator
after the alarm being triggered. It
replaces the need of on and off switch
and eliminates the risk of forgetting to
turn it on.
